HMS Band Procedures and Expectations

Classroom Procedures


Please be sure to read and discuss these classroom expectations with your musician. Band classes tend to be larger than core classes; it is important for students to understand there can be no tolerance for disrespectful or disruptive behaviors, but rewards for positive behaviors.

1. Be in your seat and ready to play with your instrument, folder, and materials within 2 minutes of the start of class.

2. Daily instructions and rehearsal order will be on the whiteboard at the front of class. Plan accordingly.

3. We will warm up as a group.

4. Silence is expected, unless otherwise called for by the director.

5. Food and drink are to be enjoyed in appropriate places. Clear, capped bottles of water are allowable in the bandroom as long as they do not distract instructors or students.
6. Respect the property of others. 

A. NEVER use another student’s instrument or reeds, open their case, or move their case in the storage areas.

B. Personal property is personal; touch only if that person gives you permission. This includes school equipment.

C. Respect the room equipment. Stands are never to be used as desks.

7. Percussion instruments must be stored properly. These instruments are used by all classes and, without proper care, can be damaged easily.

8. Put trash in the trash can (trash can be such things as old reeds, empty oil bottles, or other items that might collect on the floor). This will keep our space clean.

These procedures are designed to create a positive learning environment where students are able to learn and feel safe. Students who are unable to follow these basic instructions will find themselves in silent lunch, parent conferences, administrative conferences, or lose the privilege of being a member of the band.

Absence from class

Students who have been absent from school for an extended time will have assignments to make up. I am willing to help in any way possible with this. Please call or e-mail me so I can work with the core teachers to ask for assistance for the student.

***Students are expected to be in class each day unless prior arrangements have been discussed. Students are NOT to use band time to work on other projects or assignments for school unless a prior arrangement between teachers has been made. ***
