7th and 8th grade students should have this attire to complement

All students: White, long-sleeved, tuxedo shirt. These shirts are available at formal wear stores and some arts and craft stores. You can also check local donation centers and the flea market. 

Ladies: Long (to the ankle) black skirt OR black pants, and all black dress shoes. If necessary, please wear black socks. Optional: black hose or knee-highs.

Gentlemen: Black pants, black socks, and all black dress shoes.

6th grade students should follow this attire code for their concerts:


All students: White, long-sleeved shirt.

Ladies: Long (to the ankle) black skirt OR black pants, and all black dress shoes. If necessary, please wear black socks. Optional: black hose or knee-highs.

Gentlemen: Black pants, black socks, a tie (any color or style), and all black dress shoes.
